FIDO Custom Reports Web Tutorial 3
The objective of this exercise is to learn some of the basic FIADB variables, while becoming more familiar with FIDO navigation and features.  This exercise uses a pre-made Tree count report template.  The user will examine the tree variable filters that were used to create the pre-made template and how these relate to the FIADB variables.  The user will also learn how to save the report template and reload it to use for another, smaller, geographic selection.
This tutorial assumes you have gone though the first two tutorials - Introduction to Forest Inventory Data Online, Basic Navigation and FIDO Custom Reports Web Tutorial 2
Users may want to refer to the FIADB User’s Guide, which describes the Forest Inventory and Analysis Database structure and defines all the variables in the database.  The guide can be downloaded from links on the FIA Data Mart (the direct link to documentation is http://fia.fs.fed.us/library/database-documentation/FIADB_user_manual_v3-0_p2_7_10_08.pdf).  FIDO reports are created using the FIADB.
1) From the FIDO Welcome page (http://199.128.173.26/fido/mastf/index.html), select Custom Retrievals to go to the Custom Retrieval information page.

2)  Click on Go! to start the retrieval

3) Start New Retrieval - Select Table 10 number of live trees and diameter from the list of pre-made Tree count reports templates.
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a. Review the Selected Template Information box to ensure that you have selected Table 10.  

b. Click on Use as Template to continue building the report.  

c. FIDO skips down to the step Define Region of Interest, because the pre-made template already includes selections for the Summary Attribute, Report Layout, and Filter Options

4) Examine the pre-set Filters

a. Although FIDO skipped over Select Filter Options, you can skip back and look over the selections.  Click on Select Filter Options on the right hand column of the screen.
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b. Click on Land (condition) attributes to view the filters on the condition variables.  As with the previous exercise, you will see that the template is filtered to report on Timberland (Forested, Not Reserved, ≥ 20 cubic feet/acre/year)
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c. Click on Tree Attributes to view the list of tree filters.  Note that the filters used - Tree status and Tree Diameter.
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d. Click on the first filter, Tree status, which is equivalent to the FIADB attribute STATUSCD in the TREE table.  The FIADB Users Guide describes STATUSCD as:

”Identifies whether the sample tree is live, cut, or dead at the time of measurement. Includes dead and cut trees, which are required to estimate aboveground biomass and net annual volume for growth, mortality, and removals. Note: New and replacement plots use only codes 1 and 2.  This code is not used when querying data for change estimates.

Note that only code 1 (live trees) are included in this retrieval


e. Click on Tree Diameter to view the filter by diameter.
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This retrieval includes sapling-size (≥ 1 inch and < 5 inches dbh), poletimber-size (softwoods ≥ 5 inches and < 9 inches dbh, hardwoods ≥ 5 inches and <11 inches dbh) and sawtimber-size (softwoods ≥ 9 inches. dbh, hardwoods ≥11 inches dbh) trees  

f. Click the Continue>> button and FIDO jumps to Define Region of Interest 

5) Define Region of Interest

a. Click on the box next to Kansas to select the entire state.

b. Click on Continue>> to advance to Choose Survey Years

6) Choose Survey Years

a. Click on 2006 to choose the Kansas survey 2002-2006
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b. Click on Continue>> to advance to Produce Report

7) Produce Report 

a. The Produce Report menu lists your report in the left column, and the Report Display message says that Your request is ready to be submitted.  Click on the Submit button and wait patiently until you see the message, This report is ready to be displayed, and the display options appear in the left columns.
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b. View the Report.  Use the default display option (Html Table), and click on the display button in the left column to view your report
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Note that there are many rows that have no values.  That is due to the fact that FIDO lists all FIA species groups, including those that would never be found in Kansas.  


c. Eliminate empty rows.  Check the Remove empty rows box under General options in the left hand column.
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d. Select display to see the same table without empty rows.

8) Review the report - what is the percent sampling error for Hickory species in the 1-2.9 inch category?  Write the pse down and save it for later.  
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9) Save your retrieval


a. Click on Save Active Retrieval button in the right hand column.  The Template Information window appears.
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b. Update the Template Information - Change the Report name, Title, Description, and enter your name as Author.
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c. Click on the down arrow for the Save retrieval in: box and scroll down to the USER-DEFINED REPORTS category.  Select -Save as New-
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d. Click on the Save as New Retrieval button.  This saves the report on your current web browser and changes the name of the retrieval to your custom report name.
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e. If you end your FIDO session now, you will not be able to retrieve your report.  To save a report to be run again on another day, you need to save the file to your PC.  To save the configuration, click on Save Custom FIDO II button on the left hand column of the screen.
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f. You will see the following message.
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g. Click on Save.  Note the default filename is fido.xacfg and the default Save as type is .xacfg Document.  

h. Navigate to the directory where you want to save your file, and type in a filename that makes sense to you.
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i. Click on the Save button to save the report to your PC.
j. When the Save is complete, the following message will appear.  Click on Close.
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10)  Close your browser and reopen a new FIDO session (note: using the Back Button on your browser will also create a new FIDO session).

11)  Select Custom Retrievals to go to the Custom Retrieval Welcome page.

12)  Click on Go! to start the retrieval
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13) Click on the Browse button in the bottom of the left hand column to search for your saved report and click on Open
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a. The file will appear in the Add Custom File box.  Click on the Add Custom FIDO II button 
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b. Your report will appear under User-defined reports
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14) Select your template (Kansas 2002-2006…).  Then click on Use as Template button in the Selected Template Information box.
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15) FIDO loads the template and detects that all necessary information to create a report has been selected, so it jumps to the Produce Report window.  But, in this exercise, you will change the Region of Interest.
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16) Click on the Define Region of Interest box


a. Notice that Kansas is still checked.  Click on the Display Map box to view a map of the US.  Click on the magnifying glass or number buttons to zoom in and pan the map using the N, S, E, W buttons.
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b. This time you’ll run the same report, but for only a few counties in Kansas.  Select the 10 counties in the SE corner of the state by clicking on the map.
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c. Click on the Continue>> button.  FIDO jumps to Produce Report.


17) Produce Report - Click on the Submit button, and then the display button when the report is ready.
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a. Place your cursor over the estimate for Hickory in the 1.0-2.0 inch category to view the percent sampling error.  How does it compare with the pse you noted in Step # 8?  

Additional information on saving multiple reports and your custom FIDO file.
You may create multiple reports in one FIDO session.  The Report List in the Produce Report menu keeps track of all the reports created in your session.  
If you want to save all of the report templates in one file on your PC, you must save all retrievals individually, using the Save Active Retrieval menu.
